HISTORY

The pedigree cow hitch is formed from a basic
cow hitch with the end tucked for extra security.
The idea was that of Harry Asher, who published
his variation in The Alternative Knot Book (1989).
It went largely unnoticed by knot enthusiasts
until the Girl Guides Association adopted it for
level 1 of their Knotter's Badge.




HOUSE AND HOME

REEF KNOT (SQUARE KNOT)

HISTORY

Neolithic man probably used the reef knot. The
Ancient Greeks, Romans and Egyptians all knew
this knot and were aware of its superiority over
the granny knot, which slips and jams. The Romans
called it the Hercules knot, and Roman brides tied
their belts with it to aid their fertility (Hercules
fathered 70 children). The Roman historian Pliny
the Elder (AD 23-79) wrote in his Natural History
that wounds bound with this knot healed quickly.
Today, first-aid instructors still teach the reef knot
to tie bandages and slings, although most are
unaware of the reason for doing so.
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
